I want to thank you for 
your time, your dedication, and the thoughtful perspectives you brought to 
every discussion and decision.  I’ve appreciated the teamwork we’ve 
shared, navigating challenging issues and always looking to do what’s best 
for the community.

A big thank you to all community members who have paid their 
membership dues.  Your support makes a real difference—without it, we 
wouldn’t have the resources needed to provide the amenities and services 
that help make the Moyaone such a great place to live.  So far, about 60% 
of households have paid their dues, which puts us at 84% of our expected 
budget—thank you! The more folks who pay, the more we can put right 
back into making our community an even better place to live.

For those who are interested, we have a newly launched online installment 
option via our Zeffy payment platform which now allows for monthly auto 
recurring payments at $84.20.  Please note the monthly installment option 
is based off 10 monthly installment payments (Feb-Nov).  Since members 
must be paid in full by the December 2026 meeting, we leave it up to each 
household to determine the best way to ensure the difference is paid.  That 
can be all at once or over time.  The best way to do that would be by 
check or the ‘add a donation’ box on the link above.

Lastly, a note about Sanford Lane, a privately owned road between 
Livingston Road and Apple Valley.  Moyaone residents, their guests, 
service providers, the postal service and delivery vehicles routinely use 
this road.  The owners have long been agreeable to this use.  However, 
they request vehicles honor a 10-mph speed when using Sanford Lane to 
keep the road in serviceable condition.  Let’s all be good neighbors and 
honor this request.

Taking Proxies Seriously

Most of us have seen it: Someone is holding two voting slips (one for 
themselves and one proxy), but has to leave the meeting and hands the two 
slips to someone else. DON’T DO IT!

Our Moyaone Association Bylaws provide:

“Voting by proxy is subject to the limitation that only a Full Member may serve 

as a proxy, that no member may vote more than one proxy, and that a member 
may vote by proxy only if the proxy is delivered to the Secretary in writing 
(including by electronic mail from the Registered Address of the member) in 
advance of the vote.”

Let’s break it down from both sides of the proxy: 

If you can’t make it to an annual meeting and wish to vote by proxy, you may 
deliver a proxy to the Secretary before the vote, but you must give your proxy to 
a Full Member who is not already serving a proxy. You should choose as your 
proxy someone you trust to vote the way you want. You are free to allow that 
person to vote their conscience on any matter, or you may limit their authority, 
such as to only vote a certain way on a given matter, or only vote on specific 
matters. Keep in mind that if the person serving as your proxy fails to show up 
for the meeting, your presence at the meeting will not count toward a quorum. If 
the person serving as your proxy leaves before that important vote, you will not 
be able to vote by proxy.

If you are serving as a proxy, your duty is to vote only as authorized. If you can’t 
make it to the meeting, or have to leave before an important vote, you cannot 
hand the proxy slip off to someone else. When you leave, the vote of the person 
you are serving as proxy for also leaves. 

There is good reason for this. Suppose I place my trust in you to use your best 
judgment to vote on matters coming up during the meeting. I know you well, and 
maybe I already know that we agree on most matters. Then you get a call to 
attend to a tree that fell on your roof, and you hand the proxy to the person 
sitting next to you. I might not trust that person to vote the way I want at all. 
They might vote the opposite way I would have wanted. You will have breached 
my trust.

So, when you show up at a meeting and get two voting slips because someone 
made you their proxy, and you have to leave, here is what should happen: You 
leave, and both votes leave with you, or you choose someone to be your proxy 
and deliver it to the Secretary as you leave, but the proxy to vote on my behalf 
leaves with you, and I lose my vote. If I gave you my proxy and you text me to 
say you must leave to tend to that tree, I may text or email the Secretary to 
deliver my proxy naming someone else, but unless I do, I’ve virtually left the 

meeting.

Beech Leaf Disease in Accokeek

As with prior tree attackers s.a. the Gypsy Moth, and the Emerald Ash Borer, 
the MD Department of Natural Resources asks for data to help it know of/try to 
now help slow the spread of Beech Leaf Disease (BLD) currently spotted in 
Accokeek, caused by the nematode Litylenchus crenatae mccannii. 

Actively killing American and ornamental beech trees in Maryland since 2023, it 
causes dark, striped banding on leaves, leading to leaf curling, canopy thinning, 
and tree death within 1–10 years. [1, 2, 3, 4, 5]

Key Information & Status

Status: Widespread and worsening in Maryland.
Symptoms: Look for dark, leathery, striped bands on leaves, often more 
visible looking up into the canopy. Leaves may be curled or deformed.
Impact: Young trees can die in 1–2 years; mature trees in 6–10 years.
Spread: The exact spread mechanism is still being studied, but it is 
believed to be moved via nursery stock, firewood, and potentially 
animal/human movement.
Management: No BLD cure currently exists, but experimental 
treatments...are being tested by National Park Service. [1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 6, 7, 
8, 9]

What to Do

Report: Report suspected infections to the Maryland Department of 
Agriculture or your local University of Maryland Extension office.
Do Not Move Firewood: Avoid moving beech firewood, leaves, or mulch, 
to prevent spreading the nematodes.
Monitor: Watch for symptoms in early spring through September. [1, 2, 3, 
4, 5]

Affected areas include Anne Arundel, Baltimore, Caroline, Carroll, Cecil,
Charles, Frederick, Harford, and Howard counties. [1, 2]

Manure Collection Day at Hard Bargain Farm
Saturday, May 23 | 9:00–11:00 AM and 4:00–6:00 PM

Garden season is here, and we’re happy to share a natural resource from the 
farm with our neighbors! Join us for Manure Collection Day at Hard Bargain 
Farm on Saturday, May 23, with two convenient pickup windows — morning (9–
11 AM) and evening (4–6 PM).

The manure is free, and you are welcome to take as much as you’d like. 
Please note that participants must bring their own buckets or containers and 
be prepared to load and haul the manure themselves. Gloves, sturdy shoes, 
and a helping hand are always a good idea.

Whether you're enriching your garden beds or helping a neighbor get growing, 
we’re glad to support local stewardship and sustainable gardening practices 
across our community.

A few important reminders for anyone taking manure off the farm:

Record Keeping: We are required to keep a simple log of manure leaving 
the farm. Please be prepared to share your name/address and the 
approximate amount you are taking (for example, “two 5-gallon buckets” 
or “one pickup truck load”).
Winter Ban: While manure can be given away year-round, Maryland 
regulations prohibit spreading manure between December 16 and March 
1.
Know What You’re Getting: Manure that has been sitting for a month is 
considered aged, but it is not composted.
Pathogen Safety: Harmful bacteria can survive in manure for several 
months unless it is fully composted at high temperatures. Truly composted 
manure must reach internal temperatures of 140°F to kill pathogens.

Please note:
This is raw, aged manure. It is not fully composted. Do not apply to food crops 
within 120 days of harvest.

Thank you for helping us care for the land and support responsible farming 

practices at Hard Bargain Farm and throughout our community.
